It is not known for sure that the land transaction, cited, above, was for this Archibald, or for his son, Archibald.
The legal description puts the land very near to the purported location of the "original Archibald Little" home,
as stated by the current landowner. It it possible that the two Archibalds have been confused. However, in
1840, a list of landowners in Monroe Twp, Guernsey Co does not include Archibald, the son, as a landowner. It
does include Isabelle, Archibald's widow. (Stories of Guernsey County Ohio, by William G. Wolfe, 1943,
Chapter XXXI, Monroe Township). The same reference describes the settling of Irish Ridge and details the

role of Archibald Little and his family (see below). It also states that Archibald Little owned a mill, probably a
grist mill.

It is probable that the third entry refers to the same transaction as the one cited above. The transactions in 1816
would have Archibald (and family) living in Steubenville, Ohio at the time. They are known to have
immigrated to the US via New York in 1814. There is a family tradition that they located in a river valley first,
although opinions vary as to which river valley. After a short time they were supposed to have moved to Irish
Ridge for a better climate and for reasons of health. Archibald, the son, would have been about 22 years old in
1816, and was not married until 1819. In the 1820 census, an Archibald Little with an age corresponding to his
was reported in Cambridge Township.

Irish Ridge

Irish Ridge is not a political division or subdivision within itself. It is a territory somewhat limited in extent,
yet widely known. Many Guernsey county people have heard of the place, no doubt, but do not know where it is
located or what it is like. They assume, from the name, that persons living there now, or at one time, came
from Ireland. That is right.

Settled by the Irish - Irish Ridge is west of Birmingham in Monroe Township. [t begins to rise at Clear Fork
creek on the south, stretches north three or four miles, and then drops down to Rocky Fork. From about the
center a spur reaches southwest to Odell. Along the crest of the main ridge is the Irish Ridge Road. From this
road an extensive view of the country may be had.

In 1814 Archibald Little, his wife Isabel, and their nine children, then living in Ireland, decided to come to
America. They were not permitted by law to sell their farm and take the money out of the country. However,
they gathered together their household goods and began the journey. The ship was unseaworthy and sprang a
leak, but the flow of water was stopped by a ham of meat and their lives were spared.

Landing at New York they bought a yoke of oxen and a cart, and started towards the West. The smallest
children rode in the cart; the rest of the family walked. After many days they came to what is now Irish Ridge
in Monroe Township, Guernsey County, Ohio, and here they established a home.

They had no neighbors at first, but later there came others from Ireland: William Kimball (see our
Kimble/Kimball ancestry), Samuel Clark, James Hazlett, Captain John Orr (see our Orr ancestry), John Smith
and Isaac Barishford. There was thus formed an Irish settlement.

Irish Ridge Church - Some who were not Irish were attracted to the place: Frederick Braniger, who came in
1816; also David Fisher and Elias White. The Fisher and Braniger families were of stock known as
Pennsylvania Dutch. Several descendants of these families are now living on Irish Ridge.

On the farm owned at present by William Tedrick, a church was built about 1830. As were all other churches
of the Guernsey county pioneers, it was built of logs. Amongst its founders were William and John Little, sons
of the original pioneer; John Johnson, John Smith and Captain John Orr. Here the Irish Ridge folks worshiped
for many years, and near this place two other churches were successively erected, the present one in 1889. It is
called the Hopewell, or Irish Ridge church, and is of the Methodist Protestant denomination........ At the church
is a cemetery within which the pioneers and many of their descendants are buried.

Irish Ridge School - There was established, of course, an Irish Ridge school. This was located near the church,
and like the church, gave place to other buildings. In 1870 a brick schoolhouse was erected, which was

destroyed by fire in 1888. It was replaced by another brick building, which is the only one-room school of the
kind in the county........

In the years before the Civil War one of the "Underground Railroad" routes through Guernsey county passed
along Irish Ridge. The people there were sympathetic towards the fugitive slaves and assisted them on their
way to freedom. A station was maintained on the farm now owned by Albert Ross on Rocky Fork.

Neither a store nor a postoffice was ever kept on Irish Ridge. Mail was received through the office at
Birmingham [also known as Milnersville] until that was closed a few years ago; now it is delivered by rural
mail carriers from Kimbolton.
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The nine children of the first settlers, Archibald and Isabel Little, were William, Joseph, Archibald, John,
Francis, Edward, Mary, Ellen and Rebecca. They settled in the community after they married, but their
descendants scattered. There is no longer a family by that name on the ridge, nor is there anything there to
indicate that it was ever Irish.

Early Days on Rocky Fork

"Over on Rocky Fork" is a phrase often used in designating a particular region of Guernsey county. Rocky Fork
is a creek that flows south through the western part of Monroe township and empties into Sugar Tree. The
latter stream flows into Salt Fork, whose waters join Wills creek.

Rocky Fork, as the name implies, flows through a rocky section of the township. The pioneers found high hills,
deep hollows and caverns, when they came here. The fertile soil produced mammoth trees, beneath which grew
laurel and other shrubs. The pioneers found, too, that it was the kind of place in which wild animals loved to
live, and it was many years before they had rid the valleys and adjacent hillsides of them.

Bears and wolves were the most troublesome. On Irish Ridge, above the creek, lived Archibald Little. One day,
one of Little's sons tracked a bear into a large hollow tree. He hastened home for an ax, and, with two neighbor
boys and axes returned to the tree. It soon succumbed to their chopping and they stood by with their axes to
attack the bear which they were sure would soon emerge. To their surprise three bears rushed out and attacked
them. The axes proved to be the proper weapon and in the end the boys won the fight.

In the name of the Benevolent Father of all, | William Little of the County of Guernsey and State of Ohio, do
make and publish this my last will and testament.

Item 1 - [ give and devise unto my beloved wife in lieu of her dower, the East half of the farm on which we now
reside. Situate in Monroe Township, Guernsey County, OH, containing seventy nine acres for her support, until
my youngest son, Warnock, arrives to the age of twenty one years, also the stock, household furniture,
provisions, other goods and chattels, which may be thereon at my decease. When my son, Warnock arrives at
the age of twenty one, | wish him to have the control of the farm, and to hold it as his share of the land property,
by paying unto his Mother the sum of fifty dollars per year, toward part of her support during her natural life;
also I wsih her to have the use of two rooms of the house we now live in, if she wish to live with him. Then my
son, Warnock gets possession of the farm, I wish him to have the team and all the farming utensils belonging to
the farm.

Item 2 - I give and bequeath unto my son, Joseph, the West half of the farm I now live on, containing eighty
acres as his share of the land property, by his paying unto his Mother fifty dollars per year from the time that
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Warnock gets possession of the east half, towards part of her support, payable every six months.

Item 3 - [ give and bequeath unto my son, Francis, the sum of five hundred dollars.

Item 4 - [ give and bequeath unto my son, Reuben, the sum of ten dollars.

Item 5 - I give and bequeath unto my daughter, Mary Reed, the sum of three hundred dollars.

Item 6 - [ give and bequeath unto my daughter, Isabella Jane White, the sum of six hundred dollars.

Item 7 - I give and bequeath unto my daughter, Barsheba White, forty acres of land, it being the North East [/4
of the South East 1/4 of Section 13, Range 2, Township 4 and the old Bartels farm.

Itemn 8 - I give and bequeath unto my daughter, Sidney, the sum of two hundred dollars.

Item 9 - I give and bequeath unto my daughter, Nancy Morrison[Harrison], the sum of fifty dollars.

Item 12 - It is my wish that my executors hereinafter mentioned, shall sell the eighty acres of land in Clay
Township, Tuscarawas County, on which my son, Joseph Little, now resides, and do empower my executors
with power to sell privately or otherwise, and to make deeds to purchasers, and that the purchase money be
equally divided between my son, Joseph, and my son, Warnock. It is my wish that all my just debts and funeral
expenses be fully paid, and after all the within legacies are paid, and if there are any monies left it is to be
equally divided between my sons and daughters.

Item 13 - [ do hereby nominate and appoint my brother, Edward Little, and my son, Joseph Little, executors of
this my last will and testament, hereby authorizing and empowering them to compromise, adjust, release and
discharge in such manner as they deem proper, the debts and claims due one, and to execute, acknowledge and
deliver in fee simple a deed to the purchaser of the above named land. I desire that no appraisement or sale of
my personal property be made, and that the Court of Probate direct the omission of the same in pursuance of the
Statutes. I do hereby revoke all former wills by me made. In testimony hereof, I have hereunto set my hand and

seal this 25th day of November 1863. Signed and Seal by William Little. Witnesses: William Little and
Thomas Keel.

Birthdate conflicts with birthdate for his brother Archibald: Francis' tombstone reads "Francis Little, Died
1890, Age 90 years". He may have been born between March 1799 and March 23, 1800 which was when he
died in 1890. His brother Archibald's tombstone give Archibald's birthdate as November 1, 1800, but other
family sources give Archibald's birthdate as 1794.

Francis Little provided a home for his two great grandsons, George R. and James T. Little (born 1878 & 1879)
after their father, Andrew Jasper, remarried.

Narrative written by Mary E. Couts, daughter of Edward Little, August 10, 1929

"My Father, Edward Little, was the youngest son of Archibald and Isabel Little. He was born in Ireland in
1812. When he was but two years old his parents decided to take their children, six boys, William, Joseph,
Archibald, John, Francis and Edward and three girls, Mary, Ellen and Rebecca, and seek a new home in a
strange land. They gathered together what they could of their belongings and started on their journey. They
were not allowed to sell their land and take the money out of the country. I do not remember the name of the
ship they came over on but I do remember of hearing them say the ship sprang a leak and almost sank. They
checked the flow of water enough with a ham of meat and they were able to keep the balance pumped out. They .
landed in New York, and bought a yoke of oxen and a cart. They loaded their belongings and the smallest
children on the cart, and the rest of the family walked. I can imagine if such a sight was seen going along the
street today, it would create quite an excitement. They landed on a ridge in Guernsey County that is called Irish
Ridge to this day. My father married Eleanor Shannon, and four children were born to this union, Amon,
Rebecca, William and myself. William died early in 1889 and Rebecca in 1928. My mother died in 1855.
Some years later my father married Edith Hedge, daughter of Aaron Hedge. Three children were born to this
union, Sarah, George and John. John died in infancy. George left years ago, and we have not heard from him
for a long time. My father died in 1869. Sarah and myself are the only ones left of the family of seven.”

"This regiment, brought out by the hundred days' call, did not leave the State. It was sent from Columbus to
Gallipolis, Ohio, with a strength of eight hundred and fifty-four, rank and file, and performed guard duty at that
important depot of Government stores during the whole of its service.

On several occasions the enemy made demonstrations on Gallipolis, but never ventured near enough to involve
an engagement.

The One Hundred and Seventy-Second performed the duty required of it with fidelity. A large number of its
members had previously seen active service in other regiments. It was mustered out of service at Gallipolis on
the 24th of August, 1864, and immediately thereafter sent to Camp Chase, where it was paid and discharged.”

December 1975, a narrative written by Pauline Little Huffman, granddaughter of George and Nancy Orr Little.
(Some of the document is about Archibald Little and is very similar to the narrative in Wolfe's account. Only
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the parts relevant to George and Nancy Little are cited here.)

Grandfather George Little was born in 1832 and married Nancy Orr, who was born June 16, 1833, and was
married April 23, 1853. To this union was born 10 children: Mary Elizabeth, Andrew Jasper, Mag (or
Margaret), Frank, John, and Ella, and four died very young.

Grandfather served in the Civil War and after his return home, decided to migrate farther west. They went by
covered wagon. It was a long hard journey and on the way while crossing Missouri, the children became sick
with diphtheria and three of the children died and are buried there.

After a long hard trip they arrived in Nebraska and obtained 80 acres from William E. Little deceased, who had
obtained the land from the Pacific Railroad on August 18, 1882 and deeded January 3, 1890 and left to Heirs at
Law. George and Nancy Little, being the only Heirs obtained it with a mortgage. They lived there till
Grandfather's death August 16, 1893. Grandmother then moved to Central City, where she lived till her death
October 12, 1921.

When they arrived in Nebraska they had six living children, Mary Elizabeth had remained in Ohio, and
Margaret, Jasper, John, Frank, and Ella had survived the trip. One child had died in Ohio and is buried at Irish
Ridge. Uncle Frank died at the age of 31 yrs-11 mo.-21 days and is buried beside his father and mother at
Central City, Nebraska.

Uncle John married Mary Hill who grew up in the west. He died in 1915 and is also buried beside his father,
mother, and brother at Central City. Aunt Mary was Matron of a children's home and took care of him till his
death from a sun stroke. I remember visiting him when I was very small with my father, mother and brother.
After his death, Aunt Mary moved to Akron, Colorado and was Matron of a children's home there and raised
their three children, Alva, Victor and Bessie, and is buried there beside her daughter Alva. [ visited their
graves in 1963.

Aunt Mag was married to Robert Vance and they homesteaded close to Federal, Wyoming and are buried at
Laramie, Wyoming. They had four children, three boys and one girl.

Aunt Ella lived at Delta or Shasta, California. She was married to Joe Viola and had two children, Cecil and
Nina. I corresponded with her until her death in 1946. She is buried in an Indian Cemetery on Mt. Shasta.
........... [ remember little things father would tell, like how the Indians rode up to the back of the covered wagon
and demand the biscuits Aunt Mag had baked for their supper, and of the bear skins on the floor for rugs.
