In our day, cigarette smoking was fashionable, grass was mowed, COKE was a 
cold drink, and POT was something you cooked in. Rock music was a grandma 1 s 
Jul laby, and AIDS were helpers in the principal 's office. 

We were certainly not before the difference between the sexes was discovered 
but we were surely before the sex change (we made do with what we had.) And 
we were the last generation that was so dumb as to think you needed a husband 
to have a baby! 

No wonder we are so confused and there is such a generation gap today!

the possibility of one more sale 
existed. 

Almost without exception a 
sale involved cash. either in full 
or as the initial payment of a laya-
way plan. "Grown-ups." as

Save up, then buy. Today'smagic 
plastic, the credit card. was un-
known to them.
